ABOUT THE PROGRAM

The Theology and Religious Studies Department contributes
to students’ intellectual growth by helping them develop the
skills and knowledge to engage critically and effectively with
the multi-religious dimensions of human life. Students
approach the study of Theology and Religious Studies in an
integrated manner where they are introduced to multiple
aspects of religion such as beliefs, faith, rituals, ethics,
spirituality, and sacred texts. In keeping with the Jesuit,
Catholic commitment of Seattle University, the Theology and
Religious Studies department emphasizes an in-depth study
of the Catholic tradition in dialogue with other religious and
secular perspectives. In addition, students study the internal
diversity within Christianity and other religious traditions such
as Judaism, Islam, Buddhism and Hinduism. Theology and
Religious Studies at Seattle University addresses the
experiences and realities of oppressed peoples and the
integral relationship between religion and social justice in local
and global contexts. The curriculum of the department of
Theology and Religious Studies invites students to reflect upon
their own experiences and questions about ultimate reality
and provides the skills and understandings that the academic
discipline offers to address such experiences and questions.

Students who complete an approved Associates
degree (DTA) will be guaranteed junior standing (90
quarter transfer credits) upon admission to Seattle
University, and 8 of the 12 University Core requirements
(including all of UCOR Module |) will be waived. The
following Core courses must be taken at SU or another
Jesuit institution:

¢ UCOR 2100 Theological Explorations
e UCOR 2500 Philosophy of the Human Person
e UCOR 2910 Business Ethics

Students who complete an Associate of Science-
Transfer Track 1 or 2 degree will also be guaranteed
junior standing (90 quarter transfer credits) and at least
7 of the 12 University Core requirements will be waived.
In addition to the courses listed above, AS-T students
who have not completed applicable transfer equivalent
coursework may need to take one of the following
courses at SU:

¢ UCOR 1300 Creative Expression
¢ UCOR 1400 Inquiry Seminar in Humanities
